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During this Christmas season at WSCC, we are considering “Christmas at its best.”  And when I think of Christmas at its best I think of children praising God.  Exactly what we’ve seen and heard here this morning.  

I know that not everyone agrees these days that it is a good idea for children to be praising God.  Some would call it brainwashing or planting silly notions in the heads of kids.  Quite often adults get impatient with kids and their understanding of God.  But Jesus did not feel that way.  In fact he commended child like faith and the praise of children.  Listen:

15  But when the chief priests and the teachers of the law saw the wonderful things he did and the children shouting in the temple area, "Hosanna to the Son of David," they were indignant.

16  "Do you hear what these children are saying?" they asked him. "Yes," replied Jesus, "have you never read, "'From the lips of children and infants you have ordained praise'?"   (Matthew 21:15,16)

It is flat out God’s will that children praise and worship Him.  Every day, not just at Christmas time or on Sundays at church.

My friends, I hope you thank Candy and Anna and those who teach our kids to praise God.

I also hope that one of the ways you adorn the gospel in 2011 is by making Jesus attractive at home to your children.  There is no greater endeavor than to lead our kids to Christ.  It is our primary responsibility as parents.  

During this season at WSCC, we are asking “What are some other ways you plan on making the gospel attractive in 2011?

At each of our Christmas services, we would like to invite you to come forward to decorate the Christmas Tree as you also give a very brief description of how you would like to decorate your life so that you can bring out the best of Christmas all year round by fulfilling the following words: 

"so that in every way they will make the teaching about God our Savior attractive" (Titus 2:10).
