“Be joyful always; pray continually; give thanks in all circumstances, for this is God's will for you in Christ Jesus.” (1 Thessalonians 5:16-18)

1. Worship and Praise God.  Thank Him For Who He Is and What He Has Done.

"Praise the Lord. Give thanks to the Lord, for he is good; his love endures forever." (Psalm 106:1)  

2. Confess sin

"If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all unrighteousness."  (1 John 1:9)

"Therefore confess your sins to each other and pray for each other so that you may be healed. The prayer of a righteous man is powerful and effective." (James 5:16)

Pray for a humble attitude of confession and repentance among God's people.

3. Pray for God’s church locally and globally (pastors, leaders, members)
"And we pray this in order that you may live a life worthy of the Lord and may please him in every way: bearing fruit in every good work, growing in the knowledge of God," (Colossians 1:10)

Pray for: pastors, leaders, unity, ministries, financial provision, wisdom, passion for God, passion to see the lost come to Christ, love for one another.
Please pray for the following:
1.  Pray for God to be glorified at WSCC 

2. Pray for God’s protection and healing of many WSCC families who are in the midst of great trials.

3. Pray that everyone involved at WSCC would seek to be in a right relationship with God and with one another.

4. Pray that  all believers at WSCC would have an attitude  of dependence on God and a growing faith in His power.

5. Pray for believers to grow in their knowledge of God’s Word and to become more Christ-like.

6. Pray for true repentance of sin in your life and all who attend WSCC.

7.  Pray for God’s protection over WSCC’s pastors, elders, and ministry leaders.

8. Pray for God’s financial provision so that ministry would not be hindered.  Pray for joyful, generous, obedient, and sacrificial giving from believers.

9. Pray that the hearts of friends, neighbors, relatives and co-workers would be receptive to the Good News of Jesus Christ.  Pray for opportunities to serve non-Christians, build bridges to them, and share a verbal witness.

10. Pray for God’s protection from Satan’s schemes, oppression and distractions in the church and in families.

11. Pray that God would send more workers out into the harvest field.

12. Pray for God’s continued provision of school facilities on Sunday mornings. Thank God for Central Kitsap School District’s willingness to rent to churches.

13. Pray for financial resources to fund church building construction.

14. Pray that our children and youth to become godly men and women.

15. Pray that believers would be very close to God the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.  That as a result they would want to reach those that Jesus died for.

4. Pray for families (children, youth, parents, marriages)

"Wives, submit to your husbands, as is fitting in the Lord.  Husbands, love your wives and do not be harsh with them.  Children, obey your parents in everything, for this pleases the Lord.  Fathers, do not embitter your children, or they will become discouraged." (Colossians 3:18-21)

One of the most powerful evangelistic tools available to us are healthy families and marriages.   There are non-Christians all around us who want to know how to raise healthy kids and how to love their spouses.   So let's pray for our families.

Pray for love, unity, forgiveness, purity, employment, godly parents, godly children.

5. Pray for the salvation of those who do not know Christ

"Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you." (Matthew 28:19,20)

"I pray that you may be active in sharing your faith, so that you will have a full understanding of every good thing we have in Christ." (Philemon 1:6)  

Pray for a spiritual harvest and workers to go into the harvest field.   Pray for specific individuals to come to faith in Christ. 

6. Pray for our nation (leaders at all levels of government)

"Blessed is the nation whose God is the Lord." (Psalm 33:12)

"The king's heart is in the hand of the Lord; he directs it like a watercourse wherever he pleases."  (Proverbs 21:1)  

Pray for the president, vice president, their wives and families; members of the cabinet (not necessarily by name); supreme court judges; senators and congressmen at the nation's capitol; the governors of the 50 states; state legislatures; the judges of the land; the cities' mayors and city councils; those in military service around the world; law enforcement personnel, health care workers; teachers, news and radio broadcasters and others in local leadership.
