“Indescribable”

Why The Glory Of God Matters
This week's  lesson plan is very simple yet profound.  This past Sunday, we viewed the "Indescribable" DVD by Louie Giglio.

Here's a summary if you missed it:

The heavens are telling the glory of God, and their expanse declares the work of His hands. Night after night they remind us of just how small we are, and how huge God is. Looking out into the far reaches of the universe, we find a seemingly infinite expanse of mystery and wonder, intricately fashioned by a God of unfathomable size and power. Just a glimpse of one of the billions of visible galaxies He has formed resizes us, shrinking us and the world we call home, to seeming insignificance in an instant. But as tiny as we may seem, the God who knows every star by name also knows yours, and mine. And in the most stunning rescue imaginable, God sent His Son to this spinning planet we call home- the Creator reconnecting us to Himself with life that never ends.

Indescribable took us on an image-rich journey through the cosmos, allowing us to peer into God's universe to discover the amazing magnitude of His greatness and grace.
Theodore Roosevelt and a friend engaged in a nighttime ritual to keep themselves humble. 
Author Leslie B. Flynn tells about it: 
"After an evening of conversation they would go outside on a clear night and search the skies until one or the other found a faint speck of light-mist in a certain spot in the sky. Then he would recite, `That is the Spiral Galaxy in Andromeda. That speck is as large as our Milky Way. It is one of a hundred million galaxies. It consists of a hundred billion suns, each larger than our sun.' Then he would conclude, `Now that we have our perspective, let's call it a day!"

Let's look at the following verses together and answer two simple questions about each passage:


1. What does this verse tell you about the glory of God and who God is?

2. In what specific ways might this verse inspire you to glorify God in your life?

(Gen 1:16 NIV)  God made two great lights--the greater light to govern the day and the lesser light to govern the night. He also made the stars.

(Deu 4:19 NIV)  And when you look up to the sky and see the sun, the moon and the stars--all the heavenly array--do not be enticed into bowing down to them and worshiping things the LORD your God has apportioned to all the nations under heaven.
(Job 22:12 NIV)  "Is not God in the heights of heaven? And see how lofty are the highest stars!

(Job 38:1-4; 31-33)  Then the LORD answered Job out of the storm. He said:

2  "Who is this that darkens my counsel with words without knowledge?

3  Brace yourself like a man; I will question you, and you shall answer me.

4  "Where were you when I laid the earth's foundation? Tell me, if you understand.

31  "Can you bind the beautiful Pleiades? Can you loose the cords of Orion?

32  Can you bring forth the constellations in their seasons or lead out the Bear with its cubs?

33  Do you know the laws of the heavens? Can you set up God's dominion over the earth?

(Psa 147:4 NIV)  He determines the number of the stars and calls them each by name.

Psalm 8:3 -  When I consider your heavens, the work of your fingers, the moon and the stars, which you have set in place, 4  what is man that you are mindful of him, the son of man that you care for him?
