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“Besides God, who has done the most for you in life?  What are some of the things they have done for you and why are they important?”
We are starting a whole new series called Be Alert that's a verse by verse study of 2 Peter.  Peter writes to early Christians and tells them to be alert because false doctrine, taught by false teachers threatened to undermine their faith.  

He starts out by laying foundation for these Christians regarding what God has done for them.  

1. Be alert to what God has done for you (1-4)


a. He’s given you a precious faith that is founded on Jesus who is God
ACTION POINT

Since God has given you a precious faith that is founded on Jesus who is God, then don’t be falling for fake, cheap, substitutes

“What are some ways we can evaluate the authenticity of a religion or philosophy?”

b.  He’s given you  everything you need for your spiritual life!

ACTION POINT

Since God has given you everything you need for your spiritual life, stop your whining.
“How and why do we as Christians sometimes whine and complain?”

c. He’s given you great & precious promises.

ACTION POINT

Since God has given you great & precious promises, seek to become more like Jesus and reject the world’s corruption.
“What are some of the precious promises God has given us?  Which ones are most precious to you?  How do these promises cause you to live differently?”

2. Be alert regarding your responsibility (5-9)


a. your responsibility to add to your faith.
“Which of the virtues in verses 5-7 do you need the most?  What will you do about adding them to your life?”

b. your responsibility to be effective and productive for Jesus.
ACTION POINT

Since God has done His part, make sure you do your part by adding to your faith character qualities that make you effective and productive for Jesus.
“What’s one way you could be more effective and productive for Jesus this week?”
3. Be alert to your calling and election (v. 10-11)

“How would you help a Christian who does not have the assurance of their salvation?”

"We know that we have come to know him if we obey his commands."  (1 John 2:3)
ACTION POINT

God is sure about your salvation, so grow in your assurance by pursuing and practicing Christ like behavior.
“What do you think it will be like to receive a rich welcome into heaven one day?”
