10  For, "Whoever would love life and see good days

Peter says to them, if you really mean to love life, and if you mean to see good days in spite of all of this, here's the formula.  

1. Have the right attitude
8  Finally, all of you, live in harmony with one another; be sympathetic, love as brothers, be compassionate and humble.

How is a right attitude crucial for living the good life?”
Five components make up this right attitude. 


a. Be harmonious
“Give examples of harmony at WSCC”.

b. Be sympathetic
How do you know when you're around someone who is truly sympathetic?

How does this sympathy affect what we do in the community through our impact groups?

c. Love as brothers
When you love someone as a brother or sister, how is that different than just “run of the mill” love?”


d. Be compassionate

How is compassion different than pity?

How does this compassion affect what we do in the community through our impact groups?

e. Be humble

 “In what specific ways can we see humility being practiced in our church”?

2. Have the right response
"Do not repay evil with evil or insult with insult, but with blessing, because to this you were called so that you may inherit a blessing." (1 Peter 3:9)

“If you were to bless someone who hurt you, what would that look like?”

3. Have the right standard
"For, "Whoever would love life and see good days must keep his tongue from evil and his lips from deceitful speech.  He must turn from evil and do good; he must seek peace and pursue it." (1 Peter 3:10,11)


Do you live your life based on the authority and standard of Scripture?  

4. Have the right incentive
"For the eyes of the Lord are on the righteous and his ears are attentive to their prayer, but the face of the Lord is against those who do evil." (1 Peter 3:12)

“How do you feel knowing that God is watching you that He might listen to your prayers?”

 “Do you believe that  God does a much better job of handling the those who do evil than you could.?”
