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What do you enjoy most about birthdays?
Let's look at the core values of WSCC – passion for God, the Bible, the Church and the lost. If you were to narrow it down to the most important thing for you and me and for this church to grab a hold of, it would be having a passion for God.  Why is this most important?

Why is Augustine's statement so profound? -  “Love God and then do what you like.” Augustine
If Jesus was all you had, would Jesus be enough for you?

"Whom have I in heaven but you? And earth has nothing I desire besides you.  My flesh and my heart may fail, but God is the strength of my heart and my portion forever." (Psalm 73:25,26)

How might you apply Psalm 73:25,26 to your life?
How is it possible for a believer to be in love with the things of the Lord, but not in love with the Lord Himself?

"He appointed twelve--designating them apostles --that they might be with him and that he might send them out to preach." (Mark 3:14)

What is the key phrase in Mark 3:14?

“Jesus said to Simon Peter, "Simon son of John, do you truly love me more than these?" (John 21:15). 

How would you apply Christ's question of Peter to your life today? 

"When they saw the courage of Peter and John and realized that they were unschooled, ordinary men, they were astonished and they took note that these men had been with Jesus." (Acts 4:13b). 

Pastor Rainer said the following "When each of us loves something more than Jesus, then we are saying that Jesus is not enough."  Why is this true?

How has Jesus been enough for you when the storms of life have hit?

If Jesus was all you had, would Jesus be enough for you? 

If you are dissatisfied and disappointed with your Christian walk today, it is only because of one thing: Jesus is not enough for you. Somewhere along the line, something else became more important than Jesus. Maybe you have become focused on the things ABOUT Jesus that are NOT Jesus. 

There is only one solution. 

You do not need more of the Lord, 

because He has already given Himself completely to you already. 

You just need less of everything else.

What is there in your life that you need less of because it interferes with Jesus being enough for you?

People who have settled this issue, that Jesus is enough, can say like Paul,

“For I am convinced that neither death nor life, neither angels nor demons, neither the present nor the future, nor any powers, neither height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God that is in Christ Jesus our Lord.” (Romans 8:38,39)
